What do I need to start?

You will require four GCSEs at grade C or above,
plus one of the following:

How long is the course?
One year, full-time.

How will I be assessed?
Assessment is continuous throughout the year.

What is the fee?

In 2009, the fee was £350 per year. There may be
an inflation-linked increase for 2010. Please call

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Who is the awarding body?
The course is awarded by Edexcel.
